Dear Queen Street UMC family, 

As I write this newsletter article, I am working on plans for sermon series in the weeks and months 

ahead. We have so many wonderful opportunities for worship, fellowship and service as the seasons of 

Thanksgiving, Advent and  Christmas will be  quickly upon us!  

During worship in recent weeks, our focus has been on the life and ministry of the Apostle Paul, and 

specifically how his story speaks to, informs and shapes our story. Paul is second only to the Lord Jesus 

Christ in his  influence on Christianity because he took the good news of Jesus out into the world. Half of the

In Ephesians 6:18-20, Paul writes the following: ɁWith all prayer and petition, pray at all times in the 

Spirit, and with this in view, be on the alert with all perseverance and petition for all the saints, and pray on my behalf 

that utterance may be given to me in the opening of my mouth, to make known with boldness the mystery of the gospel, 

for which I am an ambassador in chains, that in proclaiming it I may speÈÒɯÉÖÓËÓàȮɯÈÚɯ(ɯÖÜÎÏÛɯÛÖɯÚ×ÌÈÒȭɂɯ(NASB) 

 Once in a clergy gathering, those of us present were asked to write down one thing we would say to 

the Apostle Paul if  we could meet him today. Having experience writing for newspapers in Kinston and 

Newport News, Va., and having worked in both college and public libraries, I wrote the first thing that

Wants better 

treatment? A good lawyer? Leniency from the judge? Decent food. Protection from some bully? Nope. None 

of those things. ɁPray ÛÏÈÛɯ(ɀll be able to preach the 6ÖÙËɯÉÖÓËÓàɯÞÐÛÏɯÌÍÍÌÊÛÐÝÌÕÌÚÚȭɂ TÏÈÛɀs all he wanted. 

Those same themes of unity, love and prayer were certainly great concerns for our Lord as he lived 

and taught among us. As Jesus gathered with his disciples in the upper room the night he gave himself for 

us, instead of words of finality Jesus offered them encouragement for the new and exciting chapter the 

disciples were about to begin. 

Over the past weeks and months here as your pastor, I have surely felt and heard your prayers for 

my family and for me. I would implore you to continue those prayers for us and for our shared ministry 

together at Queen Street Church. Our journey together and our collective work for the Lord has been so 

exciting since our arrival here, and I am so excited to see what God has in store for us in the future!
